     Haiti Relief Efforts Abound  
Young people try to make difference for Haitian survivors

James Thomson Elementary School students are challenging Powell River residents to help 

make a difference to the Haitian relief effort.  

 

Teacher April Dimond said her grade five and six class was talking about the earthquake dis-

aster. The grade six curriculum is very much about global citizenship, talking about the 

United Nations and similar subject matter.  

 

òIt led very naturally into what is happening,ó Dimond said. òWe talked a lot about what are 

the needs of these people, water, food and all the essentials came up.ó 

 

The class came up with the idea of buck up for Haiti. Dimond said the students queried 

whether one person can make a difference. òWell, if every person gives a dollar for our 

school, even though itõs small, it would be $140,ó she said. òThe idea was that my class also 

does the juice box recycling for the school, and so our thought is we will match what is 

raised up to $200.  Dimondõs class spoke to their schoolmates at an assembly, giving them 

some background and suggesting they each bring one dollar and itõll be matched up to $200. 

 

Dimond was hoping to issue a challenge to other schools but think they are involved in other 

fundraising efforts. So, she is issuing the challenge to anyone in the community, thinking if 

140 elementary school students can do this, what can the broader community do?  

 

òWe are really excited and we are going to run it until Friday, January 29 so we can get the 

money to the Red Cross and they can use it right away,ó Dimond said. òI am confident that 

it will go where it needs to go and be distributed appropriately.ó 

 

òI believe itõs true, even in adults feeling insignificant, you can get over it by doing some-

thing. Itõs small but it turns out to be large. Itõs so important to be part of that bigger com-

munity.ó
